Program – Agency:

Forest Productivity Program (FPP) – Louisiana Department of Agriculture and Forestry (LDAF)

Landowner Requirements: 

There are no specific landowner requirements to apply for FPP.

Lands Eligible:

Land must have at least 5 contiguous acres that are suitable for commercially valuable timber production to be eligible for FPP.

Agreement Length:

10 years

Benefits:

Technical assistance and 50% cost-share is available for planting or seeding, site preparation for natural regeneration, and control of competing vegetation.

Acceptable Practices:

Cost share for planting or seeding includes costs for seedlings or seeds, planting labor, and necessary site preparation.  Cost share for site preparation for natural regeneration is site-specific.  Cost share for control of competing vegetation includes chemical application, pre-commercial thinning, and, in the case of longleaf pine, release of seedlings through controlled burns.

Prohibited Practices:

FPP is a practice-oriented program and therefore has no set prohibited practices.
