Forest Stewardship Program (FSP) – Arkansas Forestry Commission (AFC)

Landowner Requirements: 

A landowner managing their lands for at least 2 of the 5 objectives listed below may apply to be certified through FSP:
1) 
Timber Production
2) 
Wildlife 
3) 
Agro Forestry
4) 
Recreation
5) 
Soil and Water Conservation

Lands Eligible:

Landowner must own a minimum of 20 acres with > 10 acres in forests. 

Agreement Length:

Lands enrolled are re-certified every 5 years to ensure compliance with the management plan and stewardship standards.

Benefits:

FSP offers technical assistance from a team of natural resource professionals to help landowners create a forest management plan. After several practices outlined in the forest management plan have been completed, the landowner can apply for certification. A team of resource specialists will then determine if the property meets stewardship standards. If the property is certified, the landowner will receive an acknowledgement letter, a Stewardship Forest sign for the property, and a plaque presented by the state forester as a public recognition of good stewardship.

Acceptable Practices:

Land must be managed for at least 2 of the multiple uses listed above.

Prohibited Practices:

Lands must be adequately protected from insects, disease, wildfire, and dumping trash or other land abuses.
